Ok….Now I have to tell you about something really really weird.   The people with the cameras came to see us………..and ……and that was cool!  But…. Well…

Recently, I noticed people have been wearing this shirt! 
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And….It’s me!  Me in the pink bucket!  This was drawn off my baby picture!!  Did I become famous? When did it happen?  What did I do different?  I haven’t even left the farm for a long long time!  Hmmmm.
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And…..Now….Lately….I have to be honest with you! 

I’m a little confused..my guests go from happy to sometimes kind of sad or frustrated…I’ve met a lot of new people including older people and even babies!   I’m not complaining..I love meeting new people!

I’ve had more hugs lately too! 

But…..there’s something in the air..I can feel it.  Mommy and Daddy are worried.  Mommy has had some things going on with her health.  I know the days when she doesn’t feel good.  I sense when she is really tired…   Amazing how no matter what, my Mommy is always there. She is there for all of us! Even when she doesn’t feel as good, she keeps on working and working to make sure we live excellent lives!!   I am so blessed!! 

But what is it that I feel?  It’s something different and I don’t like it.    I think there are mean people somewhere out there and they haven’t treated my Mommy and Daddy very nice at all.. 
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Please help, something is wrong… I don’t know exactly what it is, but something is terribly wrong….and I haven’t been able to put my hoove on it…. Patch feels it too.  
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Trooper and Patch are correct.  There is something deeply wrong.   They do need your help and most importantly your prayers!  In October of 2012 someone for exact reasons unknown decided to turn Carol into the State for possession of “wildlife”. The Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR) has now threatened to come onto Carol’s property and kill Trooper, Patch and their raccoon buddies. Why? Good question!  They claim the animals are wild.  They overlook the fact that Trooper was born and injured and Carol’s farm. Patch was brought to her near death.  She did what any one of us should do when we encounter someone who is injured or suffering. She helped them.   Carol who is a retired veterinary technician has been repeatedly denied permit forms.   The tame pet deer recently received a clean bill of health from the Department of Agriculture and have been granted official tags.    

These animals want to continue to live out their lives in peace with their family.  

There is a trial for Carol now moved to 12/5/2013. The trial date had been moved due to Carol’s heart condition and stage IV cancer.   The deer have a hearing on 11/12/13. The ODNR have threatened to murder these precious creatures and throw their bodies into a landfill!  As of 11/12, unless something changes, they will be in great DANGER.   

 Numerous letters have been written to the ODNR and now the Governor of the State of Ohio.  Multiple phone calls have been placed!  Thus far, Governor Kasich himself is believed to not be responding. We are not sure if he is getting his messages or actually “reading” the letters.   Unfortunately, our government officials are failing in a tremendous way.  We continue to be met with extreme apathy by staff surrounding the Governor.    Now, months later the ODNR still refuses to issue papers for a permit.  We continue attempts to reach the governor….   

This is NOT acceptable!  There is no actual law saying they can come and kill healthy rescued pets. This is just their “policy.”   We will NOT give up the fight!! These so called laws/policies need to be changed for the sake of Trooper, Patch and the raccoons as well as those injured in the future.
